with a beak and feet that are yellow. 

They are not actually bald. The name 

comes from their white heads. 
 

• Baby eagles are born with all white     

feathers. Between the ages of 1 and 3, 

their feathers start to turn brown. 

Bald eagles mainly 

eat fish but also 

small birds, small 

mammals, and  

turtles. 

 

The bald eagle became the official 
bird of the United States in 1782. 
The population started to die out 
in the 20th century but has since 
recovered. Bald eagles are no 
longer considered an endangered 
or threatened species. 

• Bald eagles live all over New  

Hampshire. 

• They like to built their nests in tall 

trees near bodies of water.
